	sign: The original improvement along this route was the Calumet Feeder of the Illinois and Michigan Canal, which brought water from the Calumet River to the south end of the summit level of the I & M Canal in 1848. In 1889, the feeder was transferred to the Chicago Sanitary District, and between 1911 and 1922, a navigable sanitary canal was built along the approximate route to the Little Calumet River. This canal used Lake Michigan water to flush South Chicago sewage to the Des Plaines River. A control navigation lock at Blue Island, just west of the junction with the Little Calumet River was included. The north wall of this lock, with apparent sector gate pockets, is visible on aerial photos. This canal was 20 feet deep, 60 feet wide through r5ock, and 36 feet wide at the bottom and 116 feet at the water line in earth sections. In 1928, the Illinois Waterway and connecting state canals was transferred the the federal government.
   In 1955, construction began on enlargement of the route and rebuilding of bridges and was completed in 1971. Between 1958 and 1960, the new Thomas J. O'Brien Lock was completed on the Calumet River seven miles towards Lake Michigan from the Blue Island Lock. The 50' wide Blue Island Lock was removed in 1967.
