	sign: Indiana chartered the Whitewater Canal of Indiana in 1836 to build a canal from Lawrenceburg, IN on the Ohio eventually to Hagerstown, IN.  Cincinnati interests, fearing that this canal would draw traffic from the Miami & Erie Canal and particularly from the southern terminus at Cincinnati, incorporated the Cincinnati & Whitewater Canal Company in 1834 to build a canal connecting with Indiana's Whitewater Canal in West Harrison, IN, just above Harrison, OH to divert traffic from the Indiana terminus at Lawrenceburg.  Surveys and estimates for the canal were made in 1836 by Darius Lapham.
	desc: The Cincinnati & Whitewater Canal was of the dimensions and construction of Ohio's canals.  Darius Lapham, who designed it, was Resident Engineer of the Miami Canal at the time.  The outstanding feature of the canal was the tunnel through the dividing ridge between the towns of Cleves and North Bend.  This tunnel still remains although silted in and is the object of preservation & restoration efforts.  The tunnel was 1,800 feet long, 24 feet wide at the water line with the top of the arch 15-1/2 feet above the water line.  In addition to the tunnel, the canal had 5 locks, 1 feeder dam, 2 guard locks, 3 aqueducts, and the Cincinnati Basin.  Two of the aqueducts were over Dry Fork and the Great Miami River.
